AN EXECUTION.

In Blackwood's Magazine,is an arti
cle, entitled Le RevenanU purporting to
be written by a man who hasbeenhang.
ed and is now alive. The writer confess
esthat he was guilty of the act for which
be suffered forgery, and states the Dar--

ticulars ofhis arrest, committal to New-
gate for trial, and his convictionof the
crime at the Old Baily Sessionsfor 1826.
He then proceedsto describewhat were
his sensations afterreceiving the awful
sentenceof death. After painting, In
touchingcolors, the interview be had with
Elizabeth Claro, to whom he wasstrong
ly attached,he thus proceeds with bis
narrative :

"It was four o'clock in the afternoon
when Elizabeth left me ; and when she
departed,it seemedas if my businessin
this world was at an,end. I could have
wished, then and there, to have died on
the spot ; I had done my last act, and
drank my last draught in life. But. as
the twilight drew in, my cell was cold
and damp, and the evening was dark and
gloomy ; and I had no fire, nor any can-di- e,

althoughit was in the month of Jan
uary,nor much covering to warm me,and
by degreesmy spirits weakened,and my
heart sunk at the desolatewretchedness
of everything around me ; and gradually

for what 1 write now shall be the truth
the thouahts of Elizabeth, and what

wo'd beher fate.beganto give way before
a tenseofmy own situation. This wasthe
first time I cannottell the I easouwhy
that my mind had ever fixed itself upon
the trial that I had,within a few hours, to
go through ; and,as I reflected on it, a
terror spreadoverme almost in an instant.
as though it were that my sentencewas
just pronounced,and that I hadnot known,
really and seriously,that I was to die be
fore I had eaten nothing for twenty-fou- r

hours. Therewas food which a religious
gentlemanwho visited roe hadsent from
his own table,but I could not taste it,and
when I looked at it, strangefanciescame
over me. It was dainty food, not such
as was served to the prisonersin the jail.
It was sentto me becauseI wasto die
to morrow! and I thoughtof the beasts
of the field, and of the fowls of the air, that
waspamperedfor 'slaughter. " Tfelt that
my own sensationswerenot astheyou ht
to be at this time ; and I believedthat,for
a while, I was .insans. A sort of dull,
hummingnoise, that I could not get rid
of, like tho buzzingof bees,soundedin my
ears.' And though it wasdark,sparksof
light seemedto dance before my eyes;
and I could recollect nothing. I tried to
say rayprayers,but could only recollect a
word hersand there, and thenil seemed
to me as if thesewaa blasphsmiesthai I
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was uttering; I don't know what they
were I cannottell what I said ; and then
on a sudden, I felt as though all this ter-
ror was useless,and that I would not stay
there to die; and I jumped up, andwrench-
ed at the bars of my cell window with a
force that bent them, for I felt as if I had
the strengthof a lion. And I felt all over
the lock of my door, and tried the door
with my shoulder though it was plated
with iron, and heavier than that of a
church; and I gropedaboutthevery walls,
and into the coiners of my dungeon-tho-ugh

I knew very well, if I had my sen-
ses,that it wasall of solid stone three feet
thich ; and that, if I could have,passed
through a crevice smaller than the eyeof

needle,I had no chanceof escaping.--
And, in the midst of all this exertion, a
faintnesscame over me as though I had
swallowed poison ; and I had just power
to reel to the bed place, where I sank
down, as I think, in a swoon ; but this did
not last for my head swam round, and
the cell seemedto turn with me, and I
dreamed betweensleeping and waking

that it was midnight, and that Elizabeth
bad come backas she promised, and that
they refused to admit her. And I thought

snowed heavily, and thatthe streets
were all covered with it, a with a white
sheet,and that I saw her dead lying in
the fallen snow and in the darkness at
the prison'gate ! When I came to my-- 1

self, I wasstruggling and breathless. In
minute or two, I heardSt. Sepulchre's

olook go ten ; and knew it was a dream
that I had had. The chaplain of the
prison came without my sending. He
exhortedme solemnly "to think no more
of caresor troubles in this world, but to
bend my thoughtsupon that to come, and
to try to reconcile my soul to Heaven;

trusting that my sins, though ihey were
heavy, underrepentance,might have hope
ofmercy.' When he was gone,I did find
myself for a little while, more collected;
and I eat downagainon the bed, and tried
seriously to commune with myself, and
preparemyself for my fate. I recalledto
my mind that I had but a few hours more,
at all events, to live that (here was no
more hope on earthof escaping and that
it wasat least better that 1 &hould die de-

cently like a man. Then I tried to rec-
ollect all the talesthat I had ever heard
about deathbybangmg-th-at it was 6aid
to be the sensationof a moment to give
no pain to causethe extinctionof life in-

stantaneously and so on, to twenty oth-

er strange ideas. By degrees,my head
began to wander and gro .v unmanagea-
ble. I put my handstightly to my throat,
as though to try the sensationof Strang,
ling then I felt my arms at the place
where the cord would be tied. I went
through the tasteningsof the rope the
tying of the hands together; the thing
that I felt most averseto, was the white
cap muffled over my eyesand face- - If I
could avoid that, the. rest was not so very
horrible! in the midst of thesefancies, a
numbnessseemedto creep over my sen-
ses. . The giddiness that I had felt gave
way to a dull stupor, which lessenedthe
pain that my thoughtsgave me, though I
still wenton thinking. Thechurchclock
rang midnight; I was sensible of the
sound, but it reachedme indistinctly as
comingthough manycloseddoors,or from
a far distance. By and by, I saw the ob
jects before my mind less and lessclearly

then only partially ihen tbey were
gone together. I fell asleep.

'I sleptuntil the hour of execution. It
was seven o'clock on the next morning
when a knocking at the door of my cell
awoke me. I heardthe sound as though
in my dreams,for somemoments before I
was fully awake ; and my first sensation
was only the dislike which a weary man
feels at being roused ; I was tired, and I

wished to dose on. In a minute afier.tbe
bolts on the outside of my dungeon was
drawn ; a turnkey,carrying a small lamp,
and followed by the masterof the jail and
the chaplain, entered; I looked up; a
shudder like the shock of electricity like
a plungeinto a bath of ice ran through
me ; one , glance was sufficient. Sleep
was gone as though I had never slept
even asI neverwas to sleepagain I was
conscious of my situation! R ,"
said the master to me, in a subdued, but
steady tone, it is time for you to rise.'
Thechaplainaskedme how I had passed
the night,

My teethchattered,andmy knees
knocked together,in deepiteof myself. It
was barely day-ligh- t yet ; and,astoe cell
door stoodopen,1 could see into the small
Daved court bevond :. the momma. wasr w

thick and gloomy, and a slow, but settled
rain wascomingdown. 'It is halfpast7
o'clock, R ,' said the master. I just
mutteredan entreaty to be left alone till
the last moment. 1 hadthirty minutesto
live. '

I tried to make another observation
when the master was leaving the cell;
but-thi- s time I could not get the words
out ; "my tonguestuok'to thp oof of my
mouth, and my speech seemedgone; l
made two desperateefforts', but it would
not do I, could not titter. When they
left me. I never stirred from my place on
the bed. I wasbenumbedwith the cold,
probably from the sleep,andat the unao
customedexposure,andI sat crouchedto
gether,as it were, to keepmyselfwarm
er, vlth my armi foldedacrossrny breast,

and my head hanging down, shivering ;
and my body felt as.if it were such a
weight to me, that I was unable to move
it, or stir. The day now was breaking,
yellow and heavily; and the light stole
by degreesinto my dungeon,showingme
the damp stonewalls, and desolate,dark
paved floor ; and, strangeas it was, with
all that I could do, I could not keepmy
self from noticing these trifling things.
though perdition was coming upon me
the very next moment. I noticed the
lamp which the turnkey had left on the
floor, and which was burning dimly, with
a long wick, being clogged with the chill
and bad air, and I thought to myself
evenat that moment that it had not been
trimmed since the night before. And I
looked at the bare, naked,iron bed-fram- e

that I sat on ; and the heavystudson the
door of thedungeon; and at the scrawl
and writing upon the wall, that had been
drawnby formerprisoners; andI put my
hand to my own pulse, and it wasso low
that I coutd hardly count it. I could not
feel though I tried to make myself feel
it that I was going to die. In the midst
of thi9, I heard the chimesof the chapel
clock begin to strike : and I thought
Lord takepity on me, a wretch ! it could
not be three-quarter- s after sevenyet!
The clock went overthe three-quarte-rs ;
it chimed the fourth quarter, and struck
eight. They were tn my cell before I
perceivedthem. They found me in the
place,andjn the posture,as they had left
me.

"What I havefurther to tell will lie in
a very small compass;my recollections
are very minute up to this point, but not
at all so closeas to what occurred after
wards. I scarcelyrecollect veryclearly
how I got from my cell to the press
room,I think two little witheredmen.dres--
sed in black, supported me. I know I
tried to raise when I saw the master and
his people oomeinto the dungeon;but I
could not.

In the press-roo- m were two miserable
wretchesthat wereto suffer with me;they
were bound with thsir armsbehindthem,
and their handstogether;and were lying
upon a bench,bard by, until I was ready.
A meagre-lookin- g old manwith thinwbite
hair, who was reading to one of them,
cameup, and said something 'That we
would embrace I did not distinctly hear
what it was.

"The great difficulty that I had was to
keepfrom falling. I had thoughtthat thee
moments would have beenall of fury, and
horror, but I felt nothingof this ; but only
a weakness,asthough my heart and the
very floor on whiob I stood was sinking
underme. I could just makea motion,
that theold white haired man should
leave me; and some one interfer
ed and senthim away. The pinioning of
my hands and arms was then finished ;

and I heard an officer whisper to the
chaplain that -- 'all was ready.". As we
passedout, one of the men in black held a
glassof water to my lips ; but I could not
swallow.

"This was the last moment but one
of full perception,that I had in life. I
remember beginning to move forward,
through the long arched passageswhich
led from the press-roo- m to the scaffold.
I saw the lamps that were still burning,
for the daylight never entered there ; I
heardthe quick tolling of the bell, andthe
deepvoice of the chaplain, readingas he
walked before us :

" 41 am the resurrectionand the life,
saith theLord ; he that believeth in me,
though he were dead, shall live. And
hough after my sin worms destroy this

body, yet in my flesh shall I seeGod !'
"It wasthe funeral service the order

or the grave the office for those that
.awere senseless and deadover us, tne

quick and theliving.
"I felt once more and saw! I felt

the transition from these dim, close,
hot, lamp-lighte-d subterraneouspassages,
to the open platform, and stepsat the foot
ot the scaffold, and to day, I saw the im
mensecrowd blackeningthe whole area
of the street below tne. The windows of
the shops and bouses opposite, to the
fourth story, choked with gcre. I saw ,

theat. Sepulchres c
low fog in the distance; had heardthe
pealingof its bell. I recollect cloudy,
misty morning ; the wet that lay upon the
scaffold the hugedarkmassot buildings,
the prison itself, that rose beside,and
seemedto cast a shadow over us the
bold, fresh breezethat, asI emergedfrom
it, broke upon my face. I see it all now

all my life, as at that oneglance; but it
lastedonly for an instant.
- - "From that look, and from that instant.
all that followed is a blank. Of the pray
ersofthe chaplain of the fasteningsof
the fatal noose of the putting on ot the
cap which I had so suchdis iked-o- f my
actualexecution anddeath I havenot the
slightestatom of recollection. But thtf
I know suchoccurrencesmusthavetaken
place,I should not havethe smallestcon
tciouinsfs th& they ererdid sor J read

in the daily newspapersan accountof my
behaviorat the scaffold that I conducted
myself decently,but with firmness ; ofmy
death that I seemedto die almostwith-
out a struggle. Ofany of theseeventsI
havenot been able, by any exertion, to
recal the most" distant remembrance.
With the first view of the scaffold, all my
recollection ceases." The next circum-
stancewhich to my perception seems
to follow, is the having awoke, as if from
sleep, and found myself in a bed, in a
handsomechamber,with a gentleman(as
I first openedmy eyes)looking attentive-
ly at me. I had my sensesperfectly,
thoughI did not speakatonce. I thought
directly, that I had been reprievedat the
scaffold, and had fainted. After I knew
the truth,. I thought that I had an imper-
fect recollection,of having found, or fan-
cied, myself as in a dream in some
strange place, lying naked, and with a
massof figures floating about before me ;
but this ideacertainly never presentedit-se-

lf

to me until I was informed of the fact
that it had occurred- - '

"The accidentto which I owe my ex-
istence will have been divined ! My
condition is a strangeone ! I am a living
man; and I possesscertificates both of
death and burial. I know that a coffin
filled with stones,and with my own name
upon the plate,lies buried in the church-
yard of St. Andrew's, Holborn ; I saw,
from a window, the undressedhearse that
carried it ; I was witness to my own fu
neral. Theseare strangethings to see.
My dangers, however,,and I trust, my
crime are over forever. Thanks to the
bounty of the excellent whose
benevolencehas recognizedthe service
which hedid me for a claim upon him. I
am married to the woman, whose happi-
nessand safety proved rny last thought
so long as reasonremained with me in
dying. And I am about to sail on a fair
